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PUTTING THE “COMMUNION” IN COMMUNITY

One of the powerful witnesses of scripture in both Old and New Testaments is that God’s people were
always focused on the “communal” aspect of their life together.

What they found out by doing so was that they
were always more persuasive and more vigorous when they did this.

As I look out over this month of August, I see signs of such community surfacing in the Evangelism
Committee’s pot luck and hymn sing on August 17th at 5:30 p.m.  By calling us together around the
blessings of table and song, we will experience communion—fellowship—together.

Earlier than that, in this issue of Luthertidings, you will find a survey regarding our Caring Communities,
which we have had at Holy Trinity since 1992.  Rebecca Whetten, our CC coordinator, has indicated
evidence of many feeling uncertain as to how valuable this system of “staying in touch” really is.  I hope
that all of you, acting in community, will give your opinion on these matters!

Of course there are the various committee meetings that are ongoing throughout the month.  Committee
chairs will meet with the Congregation Council on August 10th at 5 p.m. to share with that body what
they are doing in their ministries.

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Members of the Council found much to celebrate at the July
meeting.   Among the blessings counted on a profoundly humid
evening was the imminent hiring of a new office manager.  A
special committee appointed last May to fill the position vacated by
LaVonda Fowler reported that a very qualified individual has been
identified and that there is good reason to believe that she will
accept our offer and be in place on or before August 1.   As soon
as a contract has been finalized, more complete information
regarding our new employee will be posted on the Church’s
website and included in Luthertidings.   In the meantime, the

Council encourages each member of the congregation to personally thank Alice Nelson and the cadre of
volunteers who have rendered mighty service in the office while the search process has been ongoing.

The Council was delighted to learn that Mandy Troutman, a child of our congregation, will be
commissioned and installed as an ELCA Associate in Ministry at Trinity Lutheran Church in Greenville,
SC on July 20, having been called to serve as Director of Youth and Children’s Ministries at that church.

The financial news was encouraging as well.   Treasurer Joan Coley advised the Council that the
Church’s cash position at mid-year is very healthy, noting that our bank balance through the first six-
months is essentially undiminished relative to the beginning of 2008 due to the congregation’s faithful
stewardship and the Finance Committee’s realistic budgetary projections.   Also, great strides have been
made in paying off the Church’s mortgage, thanks to pledge fulfillment and special gifts.

The Council was advised of the resignation of one of its members, Hillary Zielazinski, due to personal
reasons.    She will be succeeded by Nels Grundvig who received the next highest number of votes during
council elections last fall.    On a related matter, the Council received a schedule concerning the
nomination and election of the next class of council members.    The Nominating Committee, which
consists of those members whose terms are expiring this year, will be soliciting candidates in the near
future.    Anyone with an interest in the governance of the Church should prayerfully consider standing
for election.   Although you can learn a lot from regularly reading “News from the Church Council,”
nothing can match the experience of actual service.

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A NEW PROJECT TO BE UNVEILED FOR THE NEW TESTAMENT
CLASS

For several years now, the New Testament Class, which meets each Sunday at 9:45 a.m. in Room 220,
has been diligent in studying the New Testament, book-by-book, verse-by-verse using the resource by
Jeffrey Nelson (Augsburg-Fortress).  As the class nears the end of its multi-year study, it was decided
to take on the Old Testament as a follow-up.  However, there is no resource available that seems
suitable for this well-attended and faithful class.  Hence, a new project has been devised and will be
revealed at the class session on Sunday, August 3rd.  It is hoped that as many as possible will be able to
attend this session to learn more details about the proposed effort.  This new project could really put us
on the map!

FIRST COMMUNION PRACTICE AT HOLY TRINITY

In the recent past, children in the third grade were prepared for their first
reception of Holy Communion.  This involved several classes faithfully taught by
Anna Jane Keller and others.  In 1997, the Evangelical Lutheran Church in
America adopted “The Means of Grace” as a statement on its Eucharistic
practices.  Included in that statement was the theological recognition that Holy
Baptism has been the historic gateway to receiving the Sacrament of the Altar.
In addition, dating back to Martin Luther, parents were always the ones with
the sacred responsibility for their children’s spiritual formation and education.
Acknowledging these tenets led the church (ELCA) to approve theologically of
the reception of Holy Communion by children of any age at the discretion of
their parents following baptism.
At Holy Trinity, we have adopted this position as a congregation of the ELCA.  The process for a family
to provide for its children’s first communion begins with a contact to one of the pastors (Holmes or
Yount).  We encourage parents to think seriously about this opportunity for their child(ren) and give it
prayerful thought followed by a pastoral contact.

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A RARE OPPORTUNITY

On Sunday, August 10, at 2pm, let’s meet at the
Museum of Natural Sciences to see the exhibition
of The Dead Sea Scrolls.  This exhibition, which
recently opened here in Raleigh, presents the
story of the Scroll’s discovery and the science
behind their conservation and interpretation.
Twelve scrolls will be on display, as well as
artifacts from ancient Qumran.  We will enter
through a “cave” to experience what we know,
how we know it, and what questions remain.  The
next Sunday, August 17, anyone interested in
discussing further the impact of The Dead Sea
Scrolls on our Christian faith can meet during the
Sunday School hour for that purpose.
