BUILDING A BRIGHTER FUTURE FOR CHILDREN IN SAN
RAMON, NICARAGUA, ONE SCHOOL AT A TIME!

On May 10, 2008 Holy Trinity joined with Sacred Heart Cathedral and the
Unitarian Universalist Fellowship Church for a celebration of the 15" year
anniversary of the Sister Communities of San Ramon, Nicaragua. The event
was held at the Unitarian Church and over 45 people attended. We heard talks
by Cesar Davila and Oscar Gonzalez, two Nicaraguan leaders of the Sister
Communities. People had the opportunity to buy arts and crafts from Nicaragua
and to participate in the promotion of social and economic justice.

The event was also the kickoff of a campaign to build a new primary school and
a school kitchen in one of the rural communities of San Ramon. The goal is to
raise $16,500 by the end of the year. Cesar and Oscar were in North Carolina
for a week and by the time they returned to Nicaragua, almost all the money
had been raised for the school. Construction will begin in 2009 and the parents
will help in the construction of the kitchen. They will then cook the daily meal
when the school is in operation. Children walk for miles to go to school and this
project will enable many children to have the opportunity to attend school and
have a brighter future.
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WHAT FAITH RESOURCES DOYOU HAVE?

Our family’s recent experience with the Little Sioux Boy Scout Camp tragedy and the death of four Boy
Scouts at the hands of a tornado got me to thinking about what one does in the face of such things. That
night is etched in my memory as we waited to hear whether our grandson was alive or one of the
casualties. When we finally heard that he was indeed alive with several fractures, cuts and bruises, we
gave a sigh of relief (and not a few tear¥Bt, still there hung in the air the knowledge of those four

other young men who died there. Like | said, it got me to thinking.

Just this morning as | wrote the articles lfothertidings(Sunday edition), | came across a quote from
Martin Luther which | put on the front page for the Jun®& B3ue. “Gods kingdom comes on its own
without our prayerbut we ask in this prayer (i.e. LosdPrayer) that it may also come to us.” (from Luther
Small Catechisnm his commentary omhe Lords Prayer). God certainly has the power and the

authority to accomplish whatever God proposes. Sometimes God uses us. Sometimes God uses other
means to bring about these possibilities. The authbivofg Lutheran Dave Daubert, says that

Lutherans tend to believe that so deeply and thoroughly that we may tend more toward waiting on God
than being pro-active with God to bring about that which demonstrates &agh among usThat’s an
interesting insight. Maybe it fits you. Maybe it doesn't.

But what struck me through our grandson Keviexperience is that we are always in need of being
anchoedin our faith. Through such regular activities as worship, Bible reading, praiety reflection,
even journaling, we provide a rich and strong foundation for all of the challenges that this life inevitably
throws at us. Ironicallyoften times, thesehallengescan turn intcoppottunitiesif we have deeply

rooted faith through which to see them.

My hope for each and all of us is that we:

1. ...See our church (our faith community) as the place where we build that
kind of resource into our live§Vorship and Sunday School are not only
crucial for young children and their faith formation, but also for us adults
who still have a thing or two to learn about Gaglace!

2. ...Read the Bible daily so that we are able to recognizesGoesence in
the everyday experiences of living—as the Israelites and the early church
did in those days. #'helpful to be familiar with otherfaith journeys so
that you have a better perspective on your own!

3. ...Pray daily and regularly so that you and God are not strangesramkizing
what a reguladisciplined prayer life can do for your day to day activity

You will begin to discover God not as a distant deity to be appeased or
ritually addressed but as a dear and loving parent who wants nothing more
than to be close to you and hear your every need.

There are more things to be said, but these three call us to faithfulness and remind us of the basics of this
thing calledour Christian faith | encourage you to synamicin cultivating yours.You never know
when you will need it most deeply!

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News from Congregation
Council

In June the Council considered several important matters, not
the least of which was the search for the Church’s next office
manager. LaVonda Fowler, who had been employed in that capacity
for almost three years, left Holy Trinity in late May to pursue another
opportunity. A Search Committee, chaired by the vice-president, is
working diligently to find a replacement. As part of the process, an
effort is being made to update and clarify the position’s job description and the Church’s applicable
personnel policies.  Meanwhile, Alice Nelson and volunteers coordinated by Nancy Rhyne are
performing heroically in the Church’s office, assisted enthusiastically, though not expertly, by Pastors
Holmes and Yount, who have undertaken the production of the service bulletins and the weekly
newsletter, respectively. Even more unsettling than the prospect of pastoral misspellings was the
disclosure that no minutes from the Council’s last meeting could be located in the wake of Ms. Fowler’s
departure. To reconstruct the proceedings for the benefit of posterity, it was unfortunately necessary
to make extensive reference to the “News from the Church Council” from the May edition of
Luthertidings.

Two of Holy Trinity’s delegates to the recent Synod Assembly, Warren Keyes and Ken
Marks, reported that the experience was uplifting, informative and appropriately collegial. The
Assembly’s theme, “God’s Work, Our Hands, Passing on the Faith”, was echoed and exemplified
throughout the meeting in many inspirational ways. Particular emphasis was directed toward a new
ELCA initiative called, “ Book of Faith. Open Scripture. Join the Conversation,” that is intended to
encourage Lutherans to become more fluent in the language of faith as expressed in the Bible.

The initiative had its genesis last year in a resolution of the North Carolina Synod. Fittingly, a
resolution this year declared our Synod to be a “Book of Faith Synod.”

The Council received a report from the Worship and Music Committee regarding the
services that are customarily held on Christmas Eve. Concerned by declining attendance at the
late (11:00 p.m.) service over the past few years and the strain that conducting three services
places upon the pastors and the director of music, the Committee had been discussing whether it
would be advisable to discontinue the late service. Input was solicited from the entire congregation
and prayerfully considered. Ultimately, the Committee concluded that the late service ought to be
continued, at least for the time being, and recommended the following:

1. The afternoon service will continue to be held at 4:00 p.m. with an orientation toward
children. In recognition that increasing numbers of adults are finding the service to be convenient
and meaningful, the musical content of the service will be “enhanced.” Though the pastors will
determine how and by whom each of the worship services is officiated, only one pastor will be
expected to participate.

2. The early evening service will be rescheduled to commence at 8:00 p.m., as opposed to
7:30 p.m., to allow families more time for evening meals and Christmas Eve celebrations. Both
pastors will be expected to participate.

3. The late service will continue to be held at 11:00 p.m. Only one pastor will be expected
to participate. Simple music will be provided.

The Council unanimously approved these arrangements, understanding that the situation
will be reviewed periodically by the Worship and Music Committee.
